RECYCLE DRY WASTE

ndia generates tonnes of garbage each

day. This garbage 1s mixed with bio-

degradable and non-biodegradable
items. The unsegregated waste that
collects over the vyears releases vast

amounts of greenhouse gases like methane
that are harmful for the environment. It
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also contaminates the soil and ground
water. Iromcally, a lot of this harmful
garbage can actually be put to good use
if 1t 1s segregated at the disposal stage.
Here’s where every citizen can take small
steps that can have an enormous positive
impact on the environment.
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Waste management means separating dry
garbage from wet. Dry waste consists of
morganic material such as glass, plastic,
metal, etc. that does not decompose, and
can be recycled a number of times.
